Journey to the Center of the Earth
Watch the trailer of the movie "Journey to the Center of the Earth”. How realistic is the movie? How does it fit with what scientists know about the center of the Earth? What would you really find at the center of the Earth?

You are going to create an audio journal of your journey to the center of the Earth. Your audio script should describe the layers of Earth through which you travel and how depth, temperature, and pressure changes as you move through each layer. How is your vehicle being affected by these changes?

You get points for accuracy with identifying the following; 5 points for correctly naming the layer and identifying the depth, pressure, and temperature of that layer, for a total of 20 points per layer. 
Crust = 20

Mantel = 20

Lithosphere and Asthenosphere = 20

The Lower Mantle = 20

The Outer Core = 20

The Inner Core = 20

Total = 120 points

You also receive an additional 5 points per layer for being creative, inventing life forms capable of living in each of the different layers of Earth’s interior.

Create and draw the vehicle you would use to get to the center of the Earth. Remember it will have to drill through ocean, solid rock, and molten metal = 20 points
Life in the Mariana Trench. 7 miles (about 11k) deep. Pressure = 50 jumbo jets piled on you.

View some life forms found in the Mariana Trench. Use these as a starting point to develop life forms you might encounter on your journey to the center of the Earth.
Work in your group to develop a script. Your script should include an explanation of how your vehicle works. Let me know when you have completed your script and I will check it before we begin to develop the podcast. You can then practice your script before we begin to develop the podcast.
